Dear Parents:

The York Region District School Board offers the opportunity for students who have been identified as being exceptional (Gifted) to be placed in special programs.

Procedures for the identification of such students begin in Grade 3. Three stages are involved.

Stage I

This stage involves all Grade 3 students in group testing. These are administered

during January, usually by the regular classroom teacher.

As a result of information gathered during Stage I, some students are recommended for further assessment at Stage II.

Stage II

This stage entails an individual intellectual assessment for recommended students.

When a student is recommended, parental permission is necessary. The results of the

assessment will be shared with you. This usually takes place in early spring.

Stage III

If the student meets the criteria, following assessment, the principal of the home

school refers a student to the Identification, Placement and Review Committee. If

your child is involved in this stage, you will be informed of the time and place of this

meeting which usually takes place in late spring.
