Snack and Lunch


As we have children within the school and in our classroom who have severe allergies to nuts and peanuts, we ask that you not send food, which may contain nuts or even traces of nuts. Please read food labels before purchasing products for your child to bring to school. As well, we would like to remind you to please think nutritiously when you are packing your child’s snacks.  Treats are great, but we ask that you please give them in moderation.

Volunteers


Over the course of the school year, we would love to have volunteers come into the classroom and work with our wonderful grade three children.  We ask that you please be patient with us during the months of September and October, as we are all trying to get to know each other and learn the grade three routines.  For those who are interested in volunteering in the classroom, please contact me and we can arrange a time.  

Homework

Your child will have small projects that they will be required to do for homework.  A due date will be provided for the project, so that you and your child are aware when the project is to come back to school.  As well, any unfinished classroom work will be assigned as homework for that night.  Homework is expected to be returned the following day.  As part of your child’s daily homework, a borrow-a-book will be sent home with your child each time they have read and returned their previous book.  

Physical Education


In order to maintain our gym floors, we ask that you provide your child with an extra pair of running shoes that can be left at school.  Unfortunately, the children can not participate in these activities, if they do not have a pair of gym runners.  Please label your child’s shoes and make sure that your child arrives at school with a set of appropriate gym clothing, such as a T-shirt and shorts.  As well, all jewelry such as earrings, necklaces, bracelets, etc. should remain at home on physical education days.  This year, our physical education days are on Day 2 and Day 4.  Mr. Neate will be teaching Physical Education this year with the grade 3s.  

Agendas


In the agendas, you will find any homework that your child has for that evening, as well as any administrative information.  Please feel free to write notes in your child’s agenda.  After your child has completed the assigned homework, please sign your child’s agenda.

Book Orders


Each month, your child will have the opportunity to purchase books from Scholastic.  For those who are interested, please send a check with your order, as the company does not accept cash.  Book orders will generally be sent out at the beginning of the week and the due date will be at the end of the week.
