To write a critique, follow these simple guidelines:

1. Read the article.  

2. Ask the following questions:

A. What was the article about?  - 2-3 sentence summary

B. State the author and title in the critique.

C. How was the article introduced?

D. Was the article informative?

E. What did the author not comment on that you think they should have?

F. How was the article written? Good/Bad?

G. Did the author mention anything he did not explain? (open ends)

H. Did the article have a good summary or conclusion?
