Travel Brochure/Web Page Instructions

For this project you will be designing a travel brochure / web page for a country of your choice in Africa.  Your project will be a link to the class’ web site for this Teach Africa project and published to the web.  You will learn both about your chosen country and how to make a simple web site.  So, here we go!
For now you will need to find out interesting things about your selected country.  Here are some ideas about what to look for:

What are the top five things to see / do there? Why are they the best?
Unique wildlife?
Unique Landform? (waterfall, plains, geyser?)

Museum?
Ancient Ruins?  Place of Historical significance?  Place of religious significance?

Something fun or interesting to do like “Search for fossils of the earliest forms of human life” or “feel the thunder of 1,000 wildebeests running by” or “gain a new perspective of the value of education by staying with a home stay family in xxxx (name of village)” or “see more stars than you’ve ever seen before” or “clean air” or “welcome to the jungle”  “snorkeling” or “search for diamonds” etc.
