CLASS OBJECTIVES: The main objectives of this Exploring Engineering course are twofold: to provide the student with a clear and logical presentation of the basic concepts and principles of electrical hardware and software engineering, and to strengthen their understanding of the concepts and principles of what engineering as a profession provides to society. In order to meet these objectives an emphasis is placed on developing skills to support sound engineering fundamentals. At the same time, I will attempt to motivate and challenge each student through practical hardware and software experimentation, demonstrating such facets as conceptual design, implementation, verification, and analysis of selected real world applications.
MATERIALS: Each student must come to class prepared. The following items should be brought to class every day: assigned textbook, two pencils, an eraser, and an Engineering Notebook. 

All entries into the Engineering Notebook must be done in pencil, as no credit will be given for any data entries made with ink. Assignment findings and results are to be typed using the school provided computers with resident editing software (MS Word).
