 While it is unlikely that 
fans will be able to visit Stewart 
in prison, it may be possible to 
catch a glimpse of her in the 
open spaces surrounding the 
minimum security facility (see 
following story). Supporters are 
encouraged to visit and write to 
Stewart during her imprisonment. 
 In a press statement, 
Alexis Stewart, prodigal daughter, 
told loyal followers: “My mother 
will put on a strong front. But 
inside she’s hurting. She will 
cherish each and every letter and 
homemade craft she receives. 
Your love and support will help 
sustain her and our family during 
this dark hour.” She also noted, 
“Sam Waksal and Doug Faneuil 
are goat fuckers.” 

 Martha Stewart re-
ported to the Federal detention 
facility in Alderson, West Virginia 
on Friday October 8th. Her early 
surrender to authorities (she still 
has several viable appeals pend-
ing), indicates a commitment to 
putting MSLO back in the black 
in 2005. 
 Since persecution of 
Stewart by right-wing puppet 
Federal agents began in 2002, 
stock in what was once one of 
the most brilliantly omnipotent 
enterprises since the glory days of 

the Gettys and the Hearsts, has 
plummeted. 
 Led by cookbook au-
thor, colon cancer survivor and 
Congressional Representative 
Billy Tauzin (LA-3), the witch-
hunt against Stewart continued 
even after Federal prosecutors 
had cleared her of all charges 
related to actual wrong-doing in 
the IMClone Scandal. 
 Stewart supporters 
worldwide lamented the impris-
onment of the domestic doyenne, 
widely acknowledged as the busi-
ness world’s own Albert Einstein. 
 “To lose such an amaz-
ing national resource, even for 5 
months, to petty political agendas 
is a horrible waste and a terrible 
tragedy,” stated avowed follower 
and Stewart peer Oprah Winfrey. 
“It’s just another example of The 

Martha Stewart Becomes Prisoner of the State 

Martha and “Camp Cupcake” 
Inadequate Staffing Puts Stewart in Jeopardy 

 Founded in 1927 and 
nicknamed “Camp Cupcake,” 
Alderson Federal Prison is the 
nation's oldest federal prison for 
women.  
 It has housed both 
famous and infamous prisoners, 
including jazz singer Billie Holi-
day, who worked in the prison's 
now-closed garment factory 
while serving time for drug pos-
session, World War II propagan-
dist Iva "Tokyo Rose" D'Aquino 
and Lynette "Squeaky" Fromme 
and Sara Jane Moore.  
 It was converted to a 
minimum-security prison camp 

in 1988, and now houses about 
1,040 women, primarily drug 
offenders and women convicted 
of white-collar offenses such as 
fraud.  
 The prison's religious, 
educational and work programs 
have a good reputation with de-
fense lawyers, but the union that 
represents the prison guards has 
complained in recent days that 
staffing cuts that have reduced 
the complement of guards to 44 -
- down from around 60 in the 
early 1990s -- will make it diffi-
cult to protect Stewart.  
 Bureau of Prisons offi-

cials say staffing is “adequate.” 
 Alderson Prison in-
mates - including Stewart - must 
follow a strict work regimen, 
rising at 6:00am daily to begin 
assigned tasks, which may in-
clude garment sewing, sanitation 
services, grounds maintenance, 
and food preparation.  
 Stewart will be allowed 
to take the following items with 
her to the prison: one pair of 
moderately-priced earrings; her 
social security card; a small 
amount of cash; and one reli-
gious item.

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through some of these intimate issues, sexual 
issues, in their marriage, what part does the 
mind, the thinking, play in this whole issue?

Linda, you refer in 
your book to "pulling up weeds" and getting rid 
of wrong thinking in this area. What are some 
issues that you think women deal with in their 
mind-set toward the sexual area that need to be 
addressed? 
Linda Dillow:  Well, as a woman sees her mind-
set, Holly, and as she sees, "Oh my goodness. 
It's just distorted," she needs to go before the 
Lord humbly in prayer and just say, "God, I 
want You to uproot these weeds. Like a gar-
dener, dig out this wrong thinking that, even in 
marriage, my sexual relationship isn't right. It's 
not pure. God isn't really interested in this area 
of my life." Those thoughts just have to be up-
rooted. First, we just need to lay this at the feet 
of the Lord and ask Him to, in a mighty way, 
come in and renew your mind and your heart. 
Holly Elliff:  So after we uproot the wrong ways

isn't appropriate for young children, and you 
might want to protect the little ears in your 
home.

Nancy Leigh DeMoss:  And joining us also is 
my friend, Holly Elliff. She ministers regularly 
to women in her church and in our commu-
nity. I've asked Holly to join us because, par-
ticularly as I am a single woman, I felt it 
would be helpful for us to have two married 
women addressing this subject, which relates 
specifically to married women. Linda, as 
you've helped women talk through and work 

of thinking, get those cleared out, then new 
seeds, new thoughts need to be planted in their 
place. 
Linda Dillow:  Absolutely, because we don't 
just want a barren field with nothing. I often 
ask women, "How many scriptures do you have 
memorized about your sexual relationship with 
your husband?" I hear lots of gulps. So I en-
courage women, as they're thinking of planting 
the seeds of God's Word, to plant Song of 
Solomon 5:16, "His mouth is full of sweetness, 
and he is wholly desirable. This is my beloved, 
and this is my friend." What a combination. 
This is what God wants. Song of Solomon 7:10 
says, "I am my beloved's, and his desire is for 
me." 
Holly Elliff:  It allows us to respond to our 
husbands, even sometimes when we don't have 
a natural, emotion-driven desire to respond to 
our husbands. It brings healing and restoration. 
Nancy Leigh DeMoss:  So we want to say to 
married women, obviously, but also to single 
women: make sure you're getting your input, 
your viewpoint, your perspective, from the 
Word of God, that you're reading the Word, 
studying it, memorizing it, meditating on it, 
personalizing it, obeying it, internalizing it, 
getting it in-grafted into your spirit.  Married or 
single, young or old—sexual issues and every 
other issue of our lives—we need to go back to 
the Scripture and say, "Lord, shape my think-
ing. Shape my perspective. Help me to think 
Your thoughts, to know Your ways." And we 
do that as we fill our minds and our hearts with 
the Word of God.
