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In 1970 the UNESCO and in 1995 the Unidroit conventions were founded. Indonesia has refused to sign either decree, feeling that the artworks and relics of the past were often purchased legally later in history. Is it any fairer to deny them their right based on possibly faulty evidence of many years past?

Indonesia would support legislation that would consider the rights of institutions that have already purchased these relics through a legal fashion. Indonesia's museums hold many precious relics that could be destroyed or not treated with the same level of care that Indonesia supplies these relics.

Is it right to steal from museums that purchased these artifacts legally? Indonesia feels this could have deep repercussions internationally on the principle of capitalism. What government would force its own museums and organizations to give up works they paid for and purchased legally, based on possibly barely substantiated and at the very least, old claims. It therefore, logically follows that Indonesia would not support any resolution that restricted the rights of these museums and organizations.
