4th nine weeks major project

INDEPENDENT READING GROUPS
For the 4th nine weeks we will be participating in an independent reading projects.  The reading will be as it has in past classes.  You show up, have your book, read your book, you get the points.  The group portion will function as a book club, where there will be a date reserved each week to discuss your book and a set format for that discussion.  Books will be chosen from a list and no more than 5 people from each class may read the same book.  You may not be in a group with someone from another class. You are responsible for reading 20 pages per night or one scene from Shakespeare per night. That’s 100 pages per week.

**On dates not assigned to reading you must bring your book, though we may be working on other assignments.

Grades:
Participation:  Monday and Wednesday *(and other days as I find time) will be SSR days. 

· You get 20 points for bringing a book and reading for the entire period.  

· You lose 5 points if you have to go your locker to get your book.

· You lose 10 points if you sleep or work on other class assignments and have a book. 

· You lose 20 points if you don’t have a book.

· You lose points as I see fit for not reading or causing a distraction.

· After your group presentation you still must participate in M,W SSR. 

Book Groups:  Each Friday will be devoted entirely to group discussions of the pages assigned and read that week (100 pages).  50 pts. Per week

· Roles will be assigned on the first week, then they will rotate so that each group member will be responsible at some point for the other role (see subsequent handout).

· 50 pts. will go to groups who discuss the work for the entire period and submit their questions and minutes at the end of the class and of some quality (see subsequent handout).

Presentations:  Each group will present their book to the class on an assigned date (based on total number of pages in book).  200 total pts. 

· Groups will be given one entire period to discuss their book with the class.

· Groups must deliver a brief summary of the book, give a detailed discussion of a number of literary elements used,  share the main symbol of the work, relate the work to others we have read and ourselves, among other things (see subsequent grading rubric on presentations).

· Group members will receive a group grade and individual grade.

Test:  I will prepare a scantron test on the major themes and action of each book which will be taken within two days after the group presentation.  100 pts.
