Written Expression 4


Uses a variety of words, selected, precise information, and a variety of sentence structures. The author uses a formal TONE.


W/E 3


Vocabulary is limited and there may be more detail than opinion.


The author made an attempt to use a formal tone.


W/E  2


There is a lack of vocabulary, which gets in the way of understanding, and not nearly enough detail or support.  The author may use slang or informal register.


W/E 1  Worse than 2
