Heart of Darkness Syllabus

Our focus during this unit will be Author’s Intentions, Style, and Appendix C (critical lenses).  The most dominant lens through which we will approach this book will be Historical/Biographical, although the others will apply.

For each reading assignment (except pps. 1-21) I would like you to write five comprehension questions, in other words, basic events you don’t understand or that need clarification.  I also would like you to come up with three analytical (why/how) questions.  Each class will begin with one or two students posing some of their questions to the class to answer.  You won’t know when it will be your turn to ask questions of the class.
IT IS VERY IMPORTANT THAT YOU READ THIS BOOK IN A CALM, QUIET PLACE. Any distractions from the text will be fatal to your ever completing it. (Trust me, I know).
Remember that the scale changes for timed writing this quarter.
