For Independent Book Review #7 (March) you will not choose a book of fiction, instead you will get a book of poetry, and write explications (500 word minimum) of three of the poems in it.  I still expect you to read the entire book, but only explicate 3 of them.  If you choose a “complete works of” you  may choose to read the entire book, or just read one section (usually these are broken down by different sections, like books published or eras).  Remember our Writing about Literature book has some chapters on poetry to use as well.
