Group Presentations

Goals (end result):

1. (Objective 12.6) Express entire group’s knowledge of the conflict, plot, climax and setting of the book and how those elements (and more) contribute to the theme.

2. Engage the class for an entire period.

Means (how to get there):

1. Show up for the presentation.

2. Participate – the best groups express involvement and learning by all members.

3. Be Provocative – the best groups get the class involved and provoke their thinking.

4. Diversify – Use multiple strategies to engage the class including questions, appropriate and diverse medias, visuals, etc.

5. Be Organized – Have beginning (introduce yourselves), middle, and end.  It may help to post a daily agenda to let the class know where we’re going.

6. Try it Out – The same way no one wants to read a first draft, no one wants to watch one either.

7. Be professional – Demand attention and respect through demeanor (how you stand, act, speak) and appearance (what you wear, look like, etc.).

8. Stay on topic – Remember one of your goals is to express your knowledge and understanding of the book, don’t stray too far from that purpose.

Grading:

1. Groups will be evaluated on the extent to which they achieve the goals stated above.

2. As a part of the group evaluation, and to cover objective 12.2 of the curriculum, pre-selected and anonymous members of the class will evaluate the presentation.

3. Individuals will be evaluated based on their performance in the presentation and the evaluations submitted by their group-mates.

· Grading sheets will be distributed later, as your presentations draw near.

Due Dates:  *in order to get each book to fit into our curriculum some due dates had to be shifted from the original date I gave you.

· Test Dates are the day the reading of your book is to be done.

· Presentation Dates are the next Tuesday or Thursday after the Test date.
