
Lesson Plan:

“Five Little Monkeys”                  Grade: 2

            Performance Indicators for Technology:

1. Use input devices (e.g., mouse, keyboard, remote control) and output devices (e.g., monitor, printer) to successfully operate computers, VCRs, audiotapes, and other technologies. (1)

OBJECTIVE:

Students will be able to form rhyming sentences using the computer as a writing tool.

MATERIALS/ SOFWARE:

1. Five Little Monkeys Jumping on the Bed by Eileen Christelow (Houghton Mifflin, 1989).

2. Any software, such as Claris Works or Easy Book, that allows you to write a book.

MOTIVATION:

Teacher will read aloud Five Little Monkeys Jumping on the Bed.  Teacher will point out different words that “sound alike” and will tell students that these are “rhyming words”.  After reading the book teacher will ask the students for different names of baby animals such as “puppies” or “ducklings”. Teacher will write names on the board. 

LESSON PROCEDURE:

Teacher will show students how to open the computer writing program and type words in it.  Teacher will also show the students how to cut and paste different art illustrations into their writings. Teacher will type examples of sentences from Five Little Monkeys.  Teacher will highlight different “rhyming words” and the words with “monkey”.      

GUIDED PRACTICE:

Teacher will delete the highlighted words that contain “rhyming words” and will replace them with new words that rhyme.  Teacher will also replace the words with “monkey” and will type the words of the baby animals such as “puppies” or “ducklings”. Teacher will also cut and paste different art illustrations into the sample writing.

INDEPENDENT PRACTICE: 

Teacher will divide the class into pairs to think of a new version of this story using different animals babies and different rhymes. Students will also go to the computer to type, illustrate and print the new version of the story 

EVALUATION: 

Students will share their writings with the rest of the class. Teacher will evaluate students to see if they are able to form rhyming sentences using the computer as a writing tool. 

REMEDIATION:

Teacher will assist those students who need the extra help.  This project can be done as group during computer time or as pairs in the classroom (if not enough computers).
EXTENSION:

For homework students can continue searching for rhyming words in different books to form sentences.  Those students with computer can also apply skills at home.  Students who do not have computer can continue applying their skills in class or during computer time.
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
