OBJECTIVE:  The learner will compare their own body measurements in inches to the data given about a dinosaur.

California Framework Standard: 1.3 Measure the length of an object to the nearest inch and/or centimeters.

CONTENT DECISIONS
Primary Sources, Materials, & Visuals: Book- Quest 2000 (Exploring Mathematics) page 74-75, rulers, white paper, and crayons.

Primary Language Support: English with Spanish support.

Learning Modalities: 

Visual- book, rulers. Teacher showing examples of measurement.

Auditory- Teacher reading aloud.

Kinesthetic- Students will walk around the classroom to measure, estimated, and compare themselves to a dinosaur.

Management/Grouping strategies: Whole group.

Integrating the Strands: Children’s work with comparisons is part of their development of number.
INTO

Motivation & Building Prior Knowledge: Teacher will engage children interest by reviewing the topic of dinosaurs and measurements from the previous lesson.  
Presentation &/Modeling of Content, Concept, Skill: Teacher will present the following questions: What did we learn about dinosaurs? Do you think that scientists know everything about dinosaurs at this moment? Were all the dinosaurs huge? How do you think your size would compare with the size of some dinosaurs?  Children will share their ideas.  Teacher will tell students to turn to pages 74-75 to find out about “Eoraptor  lunensis” and its measurements.  Teacher will indicate students that the dinosaur is only inches long and will show its picture on the board.    

THROUGH

Guided & Independent Practice (processing Activities) And Check for Understanding: Teacher will present the following question: How do you think your size will compare with the size of the Eoraptor lunensis ? How can you compare your size with the size of the dinosaur?  Teacher will ask students to work with partners or alone to estimate and then measure and compare their size with the dinosaur.  Students will record their information in a worksheet

BEYOND

Facilitate Extension, Expansion and Application Activity:  Students will continue estimating and measuring different objects in inches as homework.

ASSESSMENT TECHNIQUES

Students will be assessed by their worksheet  and by the homework.
