A 1-2 page(s), typed review (single space) of your analysis due every Tuesday starting on January 3, 2006, until the end of the course.

Questions to Consider (Note: You do not need to address all of them, focus on what you think is key. I would expect at least 3 or so from this list. This list is not exhaustive. In other words, you can create your own relevant questions and address them in your write-up (i.e., Insights and Analysis part)):
1. What news was discuss and why?

2. What were some of the buzz words used, who said it, and why?

3. What are some of the key sound bites you notice? Why were they catchy?

4. Describe some of propaganda that was used? Describe it in context.

5. What were some promises from the politicians? Were they responsible?

6. What polls are being used and why?

Required Sections for your Write-up (Center and in Bold):

1. Insights and Analysis of what was discussed, why was it important, and address some of the questions described in Questions to Consider.

2. Connections to Wilson and DiIulio text and Cliff Notes AP book. Connect what you learned with specific quotes and page numbers from your textbook or review book. For example, “I notice that Gov. Howard Dean, chairman of the Democratic National Committee, said ___________________. This confirmed (or goes against) what I learned in chapter ____, where Wilson and DiIulio (or Princeton Review) described ___________ (p. ____).”

3. Extension to more information. List 5 questions, based on what you watched or thought about, that you would like to know more information about and why. You don’t have to answer the questions, per se, but at least contemplate your new knowledge.
