· Charles Darwin (p. 445): His science had the deepest influence upon literature in this period. He proposed that the biological species, including mankind, were not fixed at some moment of creation but have evolved over an immense span of time from earlier species. Many saw evolutionary science as an attack upon the Biblical account of creation; others saw it as encouraging evidence that humanity was not just changing but improving, growing toward some undefined perfection, and as a powerful support for social reform. Although, others interpreted his theory of natural selection justified a human social system of “survival of the fittest” with dominance going to the strong (i.e., Hitler’s Nazi Germany).
