· Jamestown (pop. of 100 in 1607)

· 18th Century (1700’s) The Restoration (a.k.a. The Augustan Age; Neoclassical Period; The Enlightenment; and The Age of Reason); Note that The Enlightenment is usually applied to the 19th Century (1800’s)
· Charles II restored to the throne (1660) without shedding blood.

· He brought back calm and order after an era of political turmoil.

· He reopened the London theaters.

· For the first time, females acted in stage plays.

· Reason and Enlightenment: Asking How?

· Transition from the use of “pathetic fallacy” in writing, a literary technique that views unusual events as portentous / omens.

· People stopped asking “Why” did something happen and began asking “How” did something happen.

· English prose became more precise, exact, and plain—a standard set by John Dryden.
· Deism: a religion based on reason and the observation of nature; viewed the universe as a perfect mechanism, which God had built and left to run on its own.

· God didn’t interfere at all in human affairs

· Made people feel self-satisfied and complacent especially if they believed, 

i. as Alexander Pope commented upon in his Essay on Man, that “Whatever is, is right,”

ii. or as Voltaire ridiculed in his novel Candide, that “In this best of all possible worlds, . . . all is for the best”

· Nonetheless, most people remained religious, including Sir Isaac Newton and John Locke, in a time where Christianity continued to exercise power over all Europeans.

· Religion and Politics: Repression of Minority Sects--Charles II reestablished the Anglican Church and outlawed and persecuted other sects, especially Puritans.

· The Glorious (bloodless) Revolution: 
1. Charles’ Roman Catholic successor, brother James II. 

2. They fled to France under political pressure when their son was born.

3. Protestant rule resumed with his daughter, Mary, and her Dutch husband, William of Orange.
