Teaching a Revolution: Group Presentation

Your group will be responsible for teaching one 20th century revolution to the class. You will work both in and out of class to research and prepare. Your 45 minute lesson MUST include: a Do Now, Mini-Lecture, and a Primary Source activity.  All group members must be familiar with all aspects of the presentation. Process:  


Individual ____/30    

Each day in class your group and you as an individual will be assigned a task that will help you to prepare for an element of the project. You will be graded each day on your preparedness and focus. This grade also includes completed homework for each lesson to prepare you for your assigned task.

Content and Organization: 

Group ____/40

Each group must develop a lesson that will include the following:

· Do Now (8-10 minutes): Clearly introduces the topic by creating one of several types of activities. The facilitator will allow students time to complete the activity, run a discussion on the topic, and then create a smooth transition to the mini-lecture. 
· Mini-Lecture (15-20 minutes): Lecture clearly outlines the background, causes, goals, leaders, tactics, and effects of the revolution and leaves out unnecessary information. The mini-lecture makes connections to previous revolutions studied and is easy for students to follow and is delivered in an engaging manner. Provides significant dates, people, and places of the Revolution as well as a clear timeline of events. A map of the places affected must be included as well as any relevant visual materials. During the mini-lecture, presenters must be prepared to answer audience questions. At the end of the mini-lecture students should be able to complete a “revolution outline.”  

· Primary Source and Activity (10-15 minutes): Contents of primary source directly relates to the mini-lecture. The Primary source helps students deepen their understanding of the issues already discussed. The activity provides an opportunity for students to summarize and discuss the primary source excerpt. 

· Impact on Country Today (5 minutes):
Brief discussion on what the country is like today.
