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I have compared Plainview’s AUP with those of Lubbock Independent School District and Lubbock Cooper Independent School District. There are some similarities and the differences are noticeable. Both Cooper and Lubbock name the superintendent or a designee as the responsible party that will implement, monitor, and evaluate electronic media. I agree with this because it gives a focal point of who you need to talk to in case there is a problem.
Lubbock ISD includes in detail what the policy is. It also lists what filtering is and monitored use. It gives in detail what Intellectual property rights are. It is also included in the student hand book. I think that is not good because the parents usually won’t see it, unless you require the document to be signed before a student may have access to the internet. Plainview’s AUP is shorter and not included in the hand book. It says, in my opinion, it must be signed now. It also requires a parent signature at the bottom of the document.
Cooper has the same make up as Lubbock. The difference is that they include chat rooms and their use. It give you the responsibilities of the coordinator, copyright laws, net work etiquette, and on-line conduct in which the other two fail to mention. Both Lubbock and Cooper include staff AUP in with the students. I believe the reasoning for this may be because as a teacher in Lubbock we also receive a copy of the handbook. The Cooper AUP includes student and parent permission clause for the release of video and pictures without monetary compensation. Lubbock has this also but it is listed else where in the hand book. 
As a parent I would prefer a more detailed AUP as the one with Cooper. Plainview’s AUP is simple and less confusing. I think of the parents that would use a less detailed AUP to their advantage by saying it was not listed so they were not aware of certain aspects of the AUP. As a busy parent the shorter version is more convenient and easier to understand, and less information to read through.
