Presently, educators are using computers to offer drill-and-practice modules, games, and interactive tutorials. Since we have arrived in the 21st century, it is crucial that our school attend to the "business" education. Because computers dominate the workplace, educators must provide opportunities for students to increase their computer skills. Students must be aware of the wealth of software available and the manner in which it can streamline tedious work. To fully understand the benefit of efficiency, they must be given a chance to associate subject content with real-life applications. 

Although word processing is a dominant element in the corporate world, other tools should incorporated. Database and spreadsheet applications should be demonstrated, and lessons should be designed to include student experience with these applications. To enhance the presentation of meaningful problems, the software should alleviate the tediousness of the work and allow the student to explore the topic in depth.
