My first article is called Ill Structured Problem. It is a problem based learning geared to integrating the use of a computer to do research in history. It calls for the students to create a colony and a council to govern it. It uses problem based learning to give students an understanding of the work it takes in creating a colony as well as some of the issues colonists were faced with at the time. 

It gives the ILL Structured Problem. It then lists the problem statement. It also has the objectives of the lesson a sample project and assessments for the project. This is a good way to integrate technology into the classroom. I would use this in my classroom for several reasons. It gives the students a chance to experience what it was like putting together a colony as well as what it might be like living and being part of a colony. This site is very well put together and has viable resources to help teachers in the classroom come up with some effective ways of teaching. It also lists other projects that might be used in a social studies class. I will use this site for ideas to teach my curriculum. It also aligns with The No Child Left Behind Act in integrating technology into the classroom.  

My Second article is called “Good Practice Uses Active Learning Techniques”. This article discusses active learning in the context of involving students in their learning. It says, “It involves students in doing things and thinking about what they are doing.” It outlines the duties of the teachers in their roll as facilitator. It lists a variety of ways to involve students in their learning. It is geared to cooperative group learning. It puts an emphasis on collaborative learning. The article emphasizes the importance of engaging students that might not otherwise be engaged in their learning.
