Informative Speaking

An informative speech (also called Expository Address) is a speech that teaches or tells the audience as much as possible about a topic.  The speaker must select an appropriate topic, narrow it down to a manageable size and analyze the audience prior to the speech.

An informative speech is unbiased, meaning that it presents information without trying to persuade the audience.

The following are requirements for your informative speech:

· 4-6 minutes in length (100 points)

· 3 sources of information identified in the body of the speech.  World Book Encyclopedia will not be allowed as a major source. Other encyclopedias may be used. One source must come from the Internet.

· PowerPoint slides are required.  Minimum: 5 slides 

· 1 typed speaking outline : November 7 

· 10 research /quote cards

· Source /bibliography cards 

· Completed storyboard worksheet (20 points) Due: November 8
· 1 practice sheet (10 points)(Due the day  of speech/may do 1 extra for extra-credit)

· One completed Internet Evaluation sheet (10 points) (Due the day of speech)
