A Scholar’s Guide to the Bloom’s Taxonomy Series


Bloom’s Taxonomy is a way of showing that you can think about the same topic with different “muscles” of your brain.  It is an entirely different thing, for example, to recite a poem than it is to explain or critique it.  All Academy Hill Scholars are required to do a Bloom’s series of presentations in the Good Morning Show.  This way, they can practice using different brain “muscles” to talk about the same topic.  This guide contains instructions to help you with your series.

STEP 1:

Pick a topic.  It should be one you have interest in and one that has some depth to it because you will be creating six presentations on it.

STE P 2:

Research basic information about it.  (You will likely need to do further research before each presentation.)

STE P 3:

Research, prepare, rehearse, and deliver your presentations.

Presentation 1:  REMEMBERING

Describe to the audience the basic information about your topic.

Presentation 2:  UNDERSTANDING

Show the audience that you understand what the information means.

Presentation 3:  APPLYING

Prove that the information is useful by doing something with it or showing how other people use it.

Presentation 4:  ANALYZING

Analyze the information or compare it to something else.

Presentation 5:  EVALUATING

Form an opinion based on the information.

Presentation 6:  CREATING

Create something new by using the information.
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Describe to the audience the basic information about your topic.
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Show the audience that you understand what the information means.
