
In each community, the people erect a variety of houses to contain foot casings.  The houses for the casings seem to be designed to display the variety of forms of the casings themselves.  The casings cover walls, are stacked on shelves and sometimes protected by compact boxes.  In some cases, large mirrors line the ceilings at angles, presumably so the casings may, in fact, admire themselves as the pilgrims to the casing houses admire them.  The casings most frequently come as pairs where one is the mirror image of the other.  Some suppose this to reflect the balance of nature and life’s journey.

In some of these houses, the Guardians of the casings wear sacred cloth to show their status readily.  Those who enter to see the casings must go to those in the black and white striped shirts to have their questions answered.  Apparently knowledge of the casings is a revered tradition, one that the Guardians dutifully uphold.  So devoted to the knowledge of the casings are the Guardians that they sometimes disappear into secret rooms, possibly to consult higher oracles on questions of the people.  Sometimes the questions are answered with still more glorious casings, which are presented to the people, who may choose to take the casings with them to their homes. 


 These sacred talismans, although they are for feet, are apparently quite valuable.  The casings must call to each individual before they may allowed to leave with the people.  If the person’s feet agree with the casings, then the person is allowed to take the casings from the house to their own abode.
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
