Brahmins

You are of the highest caste, the priestly caste.  This means you are usually educated, rich, and respected.  All of these are not always true at the same time, but you are always accorded respect.

You do have certain duties to fulfill as a Brahmin.  In this demonstration, you will be expected to read passages when asked, as a Brahmin might have to do in the temple.   You will, of course, get the highest grades, whether you deserve it or not, because everyone wants your favor, even your blessing.  As the priests, you must also keep track of Karma points: each time someone fulfills a job from their Caste, they get a Karma Point.  Three Karma points means they can attain Moksha.

This also means you can behave as you choose.  If you want water, make someone from the Shudra class get it for you.  You do not have to throw away your own trash—drop it on the floor and the Untouchables will have to pick it up.

Kshatriya

You are of the second highest caste, the caste of warriors and princes.  You are usually the rulers of the land: what you say is law.  In a way, you are responsible for protecting the Brahmins even though you have more political power than they do.  They still have more spiritual sway.

As a Kshatriya, you will be responsible for assigning grades to the quizzes and making decisions about how the class is run.  Other caste members, besides Brahmins, must ask you for permission to get water, go to the bathroom, sharpen pencils, etc.  It is up to you if you give it to them (but do remember about bathroom passes).  

You want to give the Brahmins special treatment, because they are of the higher caste, and this might be reflected in the grades you give them.  Also, if you want water, make someone from the Shudra class get it for you.  You do not have to throw away your own trash—drop it on the floor and the Untouchables will have to pick it up.

Vaishya

You are of the third highest caste, the caste of businessmen and farmers.  You are sort of like the middle class.  The Brahmins and the Kshatriya have more power than you, but the Shudras and Untouchables are beneath you.  You can tell them what to do.

Since you are the caste of business and management, you are responsible for sorting papers and recording grades.  Remember, you do not want to anger the Brahmins or the Kshatriya, so do it right!

However, if you want water, make someone from the Shudra class get it for you.  You do not have to throw away your own trash—drop it on the floor and the Untouchables will have to pick it up.

Shudras

You are technically of the lowest caste, but there is actually a “non-caste” below you.  You are the laborers, the people who have to do the hard, physical work.  However, you do not do the “dirty” work.

You must answer first of all to the Brahmins, then the Kshatriya, then the Vaishyas.  The Untouchables are still like dirt under your feet, though.  Your job is pretty much to serve the other castes, so when one wants a drink of water, you go get it from the cooler—without hesitation or complaint.

But you do not have to pick up your own trash.  You may drop it on the floor and leave it for the Untouchables to pick up.

Untouchables
You are so low that you are technically not even part of the caste system!  You are the ones who have to do the dirty work, like dealing with animals and dead bodies and trash.  The other castes don’t even have to look at you, much less touch you.

If there is trash on the floor, pick it up without disturbing the others.  You get no benefits and may not have water from the water cooler.  You have to go to the water fountain so you do not taint the water the others drink.
