ENGLISH II Course Description 

from the North Carolina Standard Course of Study

Students in English II read, discuss, and write about both classical and contemporary world literature (excluding British and American authors) through which students will identify cultural significance. They will examine pieces of world literature in a cultural context to appreciate the diversity and complexity of world issues and to connect global ideas to their own experiences. Students will continue to explore language for expressive, explanatory, critical, argumentative and literary purposes, although emphasis will be placed on explanatory contexts. 

In addition, the student will:

· Examine non-literary texts related to cultural studies. 
· Research material to use primarily in clarifying their own explanatory responses to situations and literary-based issues.

· Critically interpret and evaluate experiences, literature, language, and ideas.

· Use standard grammatical conventions and select features of language appropriate to purpose, audience, and context of the work.
Competency Goals:  The learner will . . .

…react to and reflect upon text and personal experiences by examining situations from different perspectives.

… evaluate problems, examine cause/effect relationships, and answer research questions.

… defend argumentative positions on issues. 

… interpret and evaluate experiences, literature, language, and ideas.

… interpret and analyze world literature.

…apply conventions of grammar and language usage.

Expectations

For Mrs. Huertero:

Policies

TARDIES

The first two times you arrive late to class (that means that your rear is not in your seat ready to work), I will warn you and make a note of the incident.  The THIRD time means a discipline referral to the administration, which most often results in time spent in In-School-Suspension (ISS).  After the third time, you get two more warning tardies, and the SIXTH tardy means another referral on probably another trip to ISS.

PLEASE NOTE: You can only get ISS for tardies TWICE total, among all of your classes, no matter which class in which you were tardy.  After the second visit to ISS, you will receive Out-of-School Suspension for tardies.

You may also incur a tardy if you take a bathroom break after you have used up all of your bathroom passes.

MAKE-UP WORK

The student has FIVE (5) school days after returning to make up missed work without Late Work penalty.  It is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements to make up the missed work.

LATE WORK

NO late work will be accepted without the submission of an Official Late Work Waiver Form.  If the form is not completed exactly as required, the late work will NOT be accepted.  Outside of death or hospitalization, for each school day that an assignment is late, including absences, that is an automatic20% off of the top.

PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is presenting someone else’s ideas as your own.  Cases of plagiarism will result in a parent conference and grade adjustment.


Please note also that study aids such as Cliff’s Notes, Sparknotes, and Pink Monkey Notes are designed to enhance reading comprehension—NOT replace it!  Using such study aids in place of reading is considered cheating and will be punished as plagiarism would be.
