I Can Tell She’s Mad…








Write a complete paragraph about someone who is mad.  It has to be someone you know well enough to be able to tell when they’re getting mad without saying it.  It could be a relative, a friend, or a teacher.  Describe how this person is when he or she is mad—but do NOT use the words mad, angry, or any synonym thereof.  Just describe the person’s actions, expressions, and body language.  Add no commentary, just a description.





TUESDAY





Support and Elaboration: What it means








For each action, expression, or bit of body language you described above, add an explanation of why SPECIFICALLY this person is doing that—what it tells you.  For example: “She’s crossing her arms.  That means that she is not going to accept any excuses.”





WEDNESDAY





Organization: Progression








Rearrange the order of the actions, expressions, and body language (with their meanings) so the person seems to be getting more and more angry.  Start with the least dramatic of the gestures and build it so the person is almost exploding by the end.  You may embellish and exaggerate, if necessary.





THURSDAY





Purpose, Audience, Context: Warning Label








Change the form of this Progression so it is not just in paragraph form anymore.  You are now writing a warning label to put on the person you described.  Consider who would need to know this and let them know what signs to look for and what they mean.  Sentences should mainly be in the imperative or command form, for example: “Watch out for the raised eyebrow.”
