Style: Simple sentences








Simple sentences are sentences that consist of a subject, a verb, and maybe an object.  If you have several in a row, your writing starts to sounds choppy.  Re-write your paragraph from Monday entirely in simple sentences.  There should be NO coordinating conjunctions (FANBOYS) and NO subordinating conjunctions (see submarines on the wall).





WEDNESDAY





Style: Compound/complex sentences








Compound sentences combine two clauses (the subject-verb combinations like you used yesterday) with a comma and a coordinating conjunction (FANBOYS) between them. Complex sentences combine two clauses, but with a subordinating conjunction.  Re-write your paragraph from Tuesday, but combine your sentences.  Hint: add more details and explanations to make it richer.





THURSDAY





Purpose, Audience, Context: How-To List








Change the form of this Progression so it is not just in paragraph form anymore.  You are now giving advice to other writers on how to write.  Consider what you would suggest they write about, what they would do to make sure their writing sounds good and generally IS good.  You must include at least 5 separate steps AND in your steps, you must alternate simple sentences with compound and complex sentences.
