D.) Current Events directions
The Directions:

1. Your notebook should be a minimum of 150 pages, college rule and have a plastic cover.  

2. Number all the pages in your notebook.  
3. Each day, the work that we do in class will be given an assignment number.  Write the number of the assignment at the top of the page along with the title that is given in class.  You may use as many pages in your notebook as necessary to complete the assignment.

4. Put the date that you completed the assignment at the top of the page next to the assignment number.  

5. If you are absent, skip a couple pages for the assignments that you missed.  Then go to the make up work calendar, get the directions, and put the assignment in the CORRECT location in your notebook.

6. Glue, tape or staple in any hand-outs that I give for you to keep in class.
