Process Your Notes (P.Y.N.) Assignment

When we have P.Y.N. assignments you can choose from 1 of the following activities to help you engage with the material.  You only need to do one of the assignments—so it needs to be done WELL.
1. Illustrate 2 main events covered in the notes.  Each illustration should take up ½ a page.  EACH picture needs:  a title and 1-2 sentence explanation under it.
2. Summarize the notes in 1/2 page minimum.  Be to use SPECIFIC things and focus on the main themes/concepts.

3. Timeline:  Pick 4 events/things that happened in the notes and place them on a timeline in the order that they happened (if dates were provided in the notes, they should also be on your timeline).  Explain each event in 1-2 sentences 

4. Cause and Effect:   Pick 3 events/things that happened in the notes.  Explain the cause and effect of each.  This can be done in a chart or paragraph format.
5. Mnemonic:  Make 2 mnemonics based on 2 different topics covered in the notes
Example:  For the 1st and 2nd Great Awakening Ministers:  Worst Enemy (W.E.) and Best Friend (B.F.)—Worst Enemy stands for Whitefield and Edwards.  They are people’s worst enemies because they are always trying to scare their congregations into acting the right way.

     Best Friend stands for Beecher and Finney who lead the 2nd Great Awakening.  They were your best friend because they went around trying to help people and help society.
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
