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Historical Perspective Timeline 
History is all about perspective and who is telling the story.  Now its time for you to tell YOUR story!
1. PICK 5 EVENTS in your life that have influenced who you are today.  

This could be as simple as “I learned to swim.”  In your explanation you could discuss that this is influential because you love to swim today and it’s a big part of your life.  
2. PLACE THE EVENTS ON A TIMELINE in chronological order.  If you don’t know the exact date, month or season and year are fine.  You time line can be vertical or horizontal.

3. EXPLAIN THE EVENTS.  Give a brief (25 word minimum) explanation of what this event was and why it influenced you.  There should be no spelling or grammatical errors.

4. GIVE A VISUAL.  Have some sort of visual that goes with each event.  Your visual can be any of the following:  photograph (no originals), drawing, a picture cut out from a magazine or picture from the internet.

5. You timeline should be on a 1-2 pieces of 8 1/2 x 11 paper.  No BIGGER.

6. Remember to write you name, date and class period somewhere on the assignment.  If you do not want your assignment displayed in the class then make a note of that on the back.  
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
