Introduction: Begin generally and proceed to thesis.

Remember I have read the novel so do not summarize. Stick to the point and write concisely and tersely, dealing only with the main idea stated in your thesis.


Conclusion: Begin with a restatement of your thesis and proceed to a generally applicable statement which should follow from the general statement made in the introduction.
