Poetry Anthology


For April’s book report you will create a poetry anthology of at least 10 of your favorite poems with a theme for all of them.  You will find poems all based on the same theme.  Your anthology must include at least 8 poems from published poets and 2 original poems written by you.  We will be writing poems in class and students may use these poems as part of their anthology.  

All poems must be:

· At least 8 lines in length   

· Written or typed neatly  

· Illustrated colorfully and carefully

· Bound in to a booklet

· Author’s name and title must be included


The poems must have a theme connecting them, such as: spring, animals, school, sports, silly, etc.  The title of your anthology will portray this theme.  If you have done a project similar to this previously, please pick a new theme with new poems.  I will be happy to provide paper for the booklet, but be sure to think ahead and don’t wait until the last minute.  Reports will be due Friday, April 30, 2004.


You will also memorize and recite a poem of your choice each week throughout April.  This will be a total of 3 poems worth 33 points each.  The poems may be published poems that are included in your anthologies or original poems you have written.  Each poem must be at least 8 lines in length.  Props are very helpful to show what the poem is about and help the audience stay interested in the poem (stuffed animals, Beanie Babies, etc. – you do not need to buy anything).  You have been assigned a day to recite your poem for each week in April.  If you are out the day you are to present your poem, you will recite your poem the day you return.  If we are out of school on your day or have a schedule change, we will rearrange the schedule that week.
