6.) Give your new ideas time to grow.  Give 

yourself enough time for your writing.

Put your writing away for awhile and come

back to it later.  You’ll see your poem

differently and will probably have new ideas

to add.

8.) Read your poem out loud and listen 

carefully to your words.

9.) Rewrite your poem until you are happy 

with it.

10.) Practice writing like you would practice

a sport or the piano.  The more you write,

the better you’ll get.
