Home Reading Program
Our home reading program is set to begin.  Nightly, your child will be bring home a Ziploc bag containing a book in it.  All books sent home are books that your child is capable of reading to you.  While listening to your child read encourage them with some of these reading cues and strategies:

· Look at the picture

· Look at the beginning sound

· Try reading the word

· Does that make sense in the sentence?

· Does it sound right?

· “Try that again”

· Skip it and see what might make sense in there

These are some of the verbal cues we use in the classroom and your child will be trained to respond to these.  It is not the best idea to encourage sounding as many letters in the English language do not make the same sound when grouped with other letters (ght, tion, etc.)

Your child is expected to return their book bag each morning so the books can be changed for them.  On occasion I send home big readers that can not be completed in a night, if this is the case please keep the book as long as you need to complete it.  As we get further into grade two, we get into chapter books.  When this time comes I will advise as to how long your child should have the book at home.  Good readers need to practice reading nightly, please support your child’s goal to become a good reader.  Remember books can be read more than once!
Should a book become lost or damaged, you will be responsible for the replacement cost.  The small books start at $8.00 a book.  Please encourage proper treatment of books and always return them in their plastic bags.
