	Monday
	Select an article related to the area of the world we are presently studying or an article of major importance to today’s world issues  (no sports, entertainment, etc.).

	Reread (skim) your article and take notes (that will be turned in the day of your presentation) on the 5 W’s along with the HOW of the article.  Bring your article or print out to school tomorrow because it will be collected.

	Wednesday
	Reread your notes from yesterday and begin putting all the information into your own words adding any facts you can recall..  This must be done in paragraph form and contain a minimum of 3 paragraphs. 

      Paragraph one, is the introduction (background information).   

      Paragraph two, includes the 5 W’s and HOW of the article. 

    Paragraph three, must contain a short personal reflection or your opinion of the article.

	Practice your presentation out loud while having someone time you.  Remember your presentation is to be 3 to 5 minutes and the less you look at your article the more points you will receive.
