OUTSIDE READING PROJECT

BOOK JACKET

Objective: Create a book jacket based on your Outside Reading Book

Directions:


Use any commercial book cover as an example.

1. FRONT COVER


The front cover should include the title of the book and an appropriate illustration or design.  Put your name and number in the lower right hand corner.

2. FRONT FLY LEAF


Write the title and the author of the book, and then begin a summary of the book.  Describe the setting, the main characters, and the plot.  Do not include the ending of the book.

3. BACK FLY LEAF


Complete the summary (at least 200 words). If you need to fill in space, give information about the author (when and where born, other books written, where author lives now, when and when died, etc.).

4. BACK COVER


Write the author and title of the book.  Give your own personal review of the book (one or two paragraphs).

MINIMUM SIZE




Front and back cover – 8 ½” long by 5” wide



Fly leaves – 8 ½” long by 2” wide

(An 8 ½” by 14” heavy piece of construction paper can be folded to serve as a book jacket.)
