ENGLISH CLASS INFORMATION

HOMEWORK


Written homework will be assigned on the average of two times per week.  Independent reading will be assigned nightly Monday through Thursday (see “Reading as Homework”). 

MAKE –UP WORK


Make-up work will be accepted for EXCUSED ABSENCES ONLY.  When a student returns from an absence he/she will:



1. Check the Assignment Sheet for work assigned during the absence.



2. Pick up a handout from the assignment table (if necessary).



3. If any work was collected during the absence, put yours in the basket on the assignment table.



4. If the make-up work involves checking out a book, make arrangements with Mr. Taylor.



5. If the make-up work involves a test, make arrangements by using the Test Make-Up Sheet.


All make-up work is due the day after you come back to class, regardless of how many days you were absent. It is strongly suggested that you make arrangements to have make-up work picked up for you if you are absent more than 2 consecutive days. Late work is not accepted for full credit.  You have until the end of the grading period (quarter) to make up tests. 

GRADING


LETTER GRADE

Assignments and tests are graded using a points system, with the average applied to the following scale:



A+  100% and over

B+ 88 – 89%

C+ 78 – 79%

D+ 68 – 69%



A    94 – 99


B   84 – 87

C   74 – 77

D   64 – 67 


A-   90 – 93


B-  80 – 83

C-  70 – 73 

D-  60 – 63 

EXAMPLE: Your Score: 165 points, Points Possible: 200, Average: 165/200= .83 = B-

WORK HABITS


Work habits can raise or lower your semester grade one level (B to B+ for example).  The work habits grade is determined by the number of assignments completed minus the number of times you come to class unprepared (see Class Rules) divided by the total number of assignments.  This average is then applied to the following scale:



90% of assignments completed or higher  - raises letter grade one level



70% - 89% of assignments completed       - no change



Less than 70% of assignments completed  - lowers letter grade one level  

BEHAVIOR


Your behavior grade is determined by the number of times you break more than one class rule in a period plus the number of times you come to class Tardy Unexcused applied to the following scale:



Less than three times      
 - Outstanding (raises semester grade one level)



Three or four times    
 - Satisfactory (no change)




More than four times 
 - Unsatisfactory (lowers semester grade one level)

Any student who is suspended from class by breaking four rules in a period or the Severe Clause automatically receives a “U” in behavior for the semester.
