OUTSIDE READING PROJECT

POSTCARD

Objective:  Create a postcard “mailed” from a main character of your book to you, the reader of the book.

Directions:

1. Record the author and title of the book in the appropriate place on the postcard form.

2. Draw or place a picture on the backside of the postcard to suggest an important place in the book.

3. Describe the place objectively, using the lines on the bottom of the message side of the card.

4. Address the card TO YOURSELF, writing your own name and address in the appropriate space.  Imagine you are a friend of the main character and the recipient of the card.

5. Pretend you are a main character in your book and write a message as that character (use “I”) to your friend (you) that tells the main character’s reaction to an important happening in the book.

6. Postmark your card using a time and place appropriate for the main character to use.

7. Draw a stamp that would be appropriate to the world of the book, or create one by cutting to stamp-size a magazine picture.
