Below are the requirements to correctly cite a webpage. Sometimes websites don’t convey all of this information. If some element is absent, skip it and move on. 
a. Author’s name (last name first). 

b. Title of article (in quotes). 

c. Name of website (underlined). 

d. Date updated. 

e. Publishing organization. 

f. Date accessed. 

g. Web address(in angle brackets <>

When you cite a website in a bibliography, the information is put in a line separated by periods. The first line of the citation is aligned with the left margin. If the citation runs longer than one line, subsequent lines are indented.
