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A Research Paper on You.


The year is now 2075, and students are still attending Carmel High School in much the same manner as they do today. Students are assigned to write a biography on “A heroic Accomplishment by an American in the 21st Century.” One student has chosen to write her or his essay on the accomplishments you reached as an adult. In this essay, the student introduces the individual (you,) then describes the remarkable, extraordinary, and heroic achievement that you reached during your life. The essay begins with an introduction that identifies the heroic individual, some basic biographical facts on her or his youth, and the achievement that sets this person (you) apart from others. Then a middle body paragraph will discuss in depth your accomplishment. This paragraph must describe the accomplishments and  explain why the they are particularly noteworthy. Lastly in the conclusion of this essay, the student identifies why she or he consider this American (you) to be a hero and why he or she considers your accomplishments greater than the wonderful things other people have achieved


While most term papers are pages long, you will write a three-paragraph “term paper” that a student in the future might write about you. Your “paper” will have the three components described above. Think about what you would like to achieve in your life, and what would it look like if you were extremely successful in that area. Below are some examples that you might choose to consider. Another approach would be to think about who you believe is a hero in your mind now. Who do you look up to now? Place yourself in that arena in the future and give yourself the characteristics and qualities of your own hero. 

· A world leader who successfully guides countries.

· A sports star whose accomplishments exceed beyond the playing field.

· An inventor who creates a new device, which changes the lives of Americans.

· An explorer who goes further than anyone else.

· A religious or philosophical thinker whose ideas change the people’s view of the world.

In the space below write three paragraphs which together total 300 words. First, create an original title that is creative but informative. (Don’t just write “Christie Pierce: A Great American”.) Then start typing the paper from the point of view of a student in the year 2075. Term papers, however, must cite sources. In this paper, a book, an encyclopedia, a magazine, and a “scholarly” web page must be used. Because are not any books or articles today about your accomplishments as an adult, you get to make up the quotations. For example, I might site The Tom Clifford Story: From Geek to Olympic God. Obviously this book doesn’t exist – yet. But for this assignment, I will make up a glowing passage that describe my incredible performance in the 2024 Olympic games as a 63 year old man. These made up passages count towards your 300-word total. 

Title and the text of your term paper

In addition to made up passages, you need to cite the made up sources they came from. While the quotes and the sources are fictional, the format for these fake sources must be consistent with proper MLA format. Click this link to view examples of how to document sources. Cite the four sources in the box below. Remember that one must be a book, another must be an encyclopedia, a third must be from a magazine, and the fourth must come from a scholarly website.
