Philosophy Statement


Three components are necessary to be a productive and effective teacher.  Knowledge of subject matter and its presentation, cooperation within the school community, and a regard for necessity of diversity are vital in any teaching situation.

     
Knowledge of the subject matter being taught is necessary, as well as an understanding of how best to present that information in the classroom.  Understanding the objectives and curriculum are the first step in this process.  Finding new and innovative ways to interest students in the material to be learned is as important as the material itself.

     
Another key factor is the cooperation and support of fellow faculty members and school administrators, as well as students and their parents.  Without this cooperation and support, it would be impossible for students, the teacher, and the education system, to thrive.
