CRITERION-REFERENCED ASSESSMENT (CRA)
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Criterion 1. Oral Presentation.

What’s critical here is that all students in a team participate, and each spends no less than 2 minutes and no more than 3 minutes doing their little part of it. If they use powerpoint (ppt) slides then it’ll be more impressive.
Criterion 2. Arterfact.

Firstly, we’re looking for simplicity and minimal use of resources in the construction of the artefact. We’re also looking for neat, careful construction.

Criterion 3. Report Presentation.

The sorts of things we’re looking for here are virtually identical to those in the first Assignment, so no surprises on this one
Criterion 4. Graphics in the Report.

Bruce Woolnough is talking on graphics in the Week 9 lectures. The requirements laid down in the CRA sheet for the drawings of the artefacts to be included in their report should be self-explanatory.

Criterion 5. Ethics and inter-cultural discussion in the Report.

The workshops in week 8 and 9 are dealing with ethics and cross-cultural issues. We’re looking for insightful discussion here, comprising one page each on the two scenarios laid down in the brief – one on ethics the other on cross cultural matters. Show that you’ve thought deeply about the issues, preferably have read a bit around the issues to inform yourselves, and not have provided trite, shallow answers.

Criterion 6. Team work.

To gain a “7” here team must have recorded all their minutes and team agreement in TeamWorker, have printed out those minutes and have the printouts in an appendix in the report, and have written a page of thoughts about how the team worked during the project, what went right and wrong, what they did well and what they could have done better in retrospect.  We’re looking to see that they are performing as reflective practitioners here.
FAQ ON BEB100 OLT - INTRODUCING PROFESSIONAL LEARNING

Note: "ARTEFACT" means the model you are building for assignment 2
ASSIGNMENT 2 – ORAL PRESENTATION
QUESTION:  What should be included in the oral presentation? Or do we just discuss all the things in our report?

ANSWER: The CRA (issued in wk 7) will inform how your presentation will be marked and what will be done within the oral presentation. In week 11 there’ll also be a whole lecture devoted to “how to give a good oral presentation”. It is anticipated that the oral presentation will require -

1. an artefact that evidences good teamwork 

2. a visually stimulating graphical powerpoint (no boring lists just diagrams, photos of the construction progress detailing how your group arrived at the finished artefact).
3. include whatever plans are available that assisted your team to construct their artefact eg a plan, elevation, or even a section or three dimensional diagram if available. 

4. a well co-ordinated oral presentation that sells your artifact to your client whilst explaining how it meets your client's needs.  

What Is Not A Good Oral Presentation
(a) lots of writing and lists on a powerpoint (this is a graphically illustrated powerpoint)

(b) an explanation of what you are going to put into your final report. 

(c) an unco-ordinated unrehearsed repetitive powerpoint 

(d) one that goes over time allowed - your tutor will stop you if you go over time and you may miss presenting the important bits

TEAMWORKER QUESTIONS

QUESTION: Are there templates on TeamWorker for Minutes of Meetings/Team Goals?

Yes, go to “resources” under the student menu in TeamWorker and you will find

· Team Ground Rules Form

· Meeting Minutes Form 

QUESTION: Why dosen't teamworker show if I have completed my OLT quizzes?

TeamWorker shows if a student has completed a task that they must do in TeamWorker. Teamworker and the OLT quiz tool do not have interconnectivity (talk to each other). 

· The OLT quiz tool itself records all entries into the system, records your marks and these marks are directly loaded into QUT exam software.

· QUT monitors all use by students and as you can see from the quiz marks all entries into the quiz tool system are recorded. 

· When you complete a quiz, please keep a copy of the receipt you are given and a screen capture of what score you were awarded by the QUT Quiztool.  Check this with your results once published for each quiz.

ASSESSMENT SUBMISSION

QUESTION: When is Assignment 2 due?

QUESTION: For the group assignment do we hand in one in with all our names on or multiple copies? 

Yes, it is a group assignment with 5 students. One assignment only is submitted per group to assignment minder. DO NOT SUBMIT MORE COPIES AS ONLY ONE WILL BE MARKED.

QUESTION: Will there be opportunities for “in class” work on the assignment
A: Yes, probably 15-30 minutes weekly.

· It is anticipated that the CRA sheet for assignment 2 will have a group participation/attendance component and groups will be compelled to hold their group meetings within their BEB100 workshops to meet this criteria. You'll notice the minutes of meetings etc are part of the assignment submission.

· All groups will efficiently use their workshop time to hold a meeting, monitor progress of tasks and complete the minutes manually. The nominated secretary for each group will  upload these minutes weekly.

· It is anticipated that when your group submits the final group report, tutors will check whether your weekly attendance shown on the minutes of meetings accurately reflects who came to the workshops.

QUESTION: When will we see the CRA sheet?

Both CRA sheets will be available by the end of week 7. It is anticipated there will be two CRA's for assessment due:

(a) Artefact/Oral presentation (week 12) 

(b) Final Report (at end of semester)

DREAM HOUSE
QUESTION: Are there covenants and restrictions on Dream House? Do we have to select a site? 

· A:  No land selection brief is required. You've done all that and we thought you had enough work without redoing the site plan again and redoing a site selection  brief or figuring out which one you would reuse from the individual assignments.

· For Part 2 assume that you are building on flat land and have as much room as you need to build any dream house you desire. Assume there are no building covenants or restrictions whatsoever and you can build absolutely anything.   Assume for the sake of this proposal there are no town planning restrictions whatsoever or local laws restricting any type of development.

· If you think your model needs a flat base and you wish to show grass or landscaping etc please feel free to do so but for this assignment we are just requiring the house.

QUESTION: Can we reuse bits from assignment 1 for Dream House?
· The process you went through for Assignment 1 will inform you on how to include the client profile and house design brief. 

· Your client/s must include a QUT student and QUTAC is still funding the project based on this condition. Your clients can include any number of family, friends, rent-paying students etc.

· We do however recommend your group considers a limited number of clients because you have to construct a house model and you may find a somewhat large complex house design very challenging to construct in the short period you have to complete this task. 
· In summary, we see very little opportunity to reuse any part of the individual assignments because the nature of the tasks are very different.

QUESTION:: Will the focus still need to be energy efficiency? ie water tank, solar panels. 

A: No - We are not asking you to build extra objects that may be difficult to construct on top of the roof or outside of the house. (however you may if you wish). We are not interested in long lists of energy efficient fixtures and fittings that will be provided inside the house. Please focus on the house itself.

QUESTION:  Can we do multiple residences because our team would like to do townhouses on this massive block of land.
You are welcome to do a townhouse, but remember that you must provide drawings for the dwelling, so the more complex the dwelling, the more complex the drawings will be, but that will not result in more marks.

ASSIGNMENT 2 - REPORT

QUESTION:  What might be included in the body of the report (excl exec summary, intro, conclusions etc.) 
At the tutor’s meeting tonight we discussed the inclusions of the following: 
• client profile 
• house design brief 
• how does design meet client’s needs? 
• summary of process to design the plans and construct the artefact 
• cultural issues answer 
• ethics issues answer

QUESTION:  Should the (1) client profile (2) design brief be included in the report or will we just make reference to the information throughout the report? 
The purpose of your report is to sell your artefact/design to your client & financier. The client profile and design brief may each require a heading within your report.  It would be much harder for your tutor to mark this information if it was scattered throughout the report trying to figure out if you had satisfied the client's needs.  If it was not addressed then it wouldn’t comply with the brief. 
Your tutor will be checking your sketch in Appendix A to see if your client's design brief meets the needs of your client. 
QUESTION:  What is the difference between a reference list and a bibliography? 
A reference list includes all the works you refer to in your analysis/paper. A bibliography will include all readings that have influenced your thinking while writing your paper. You need not make direct reference to these works (in a reference list) if not quoted or paraphrased in your paper. Including a bibliography demonstrates the breadth of your reading.

QUESTION:  Are we supposed to do presentation drawings or working drawings? Is it a general plan of where things are or a precise blueprint with measurements etc. 
Precise blueprint drawings are not required. scaled plan and elevation drawing/s are all that's needed, giving some idea of the layout of the dwelling.

QUESTION: Can we use AutoCAD?
A: Yes, you may draw in whatever medium you like.  However, please consider the following before making this commitment within your team:

· QUT cannot offer classes in AutoCAD for BEB100.

· QUT may not have print out facilities here and you need to include this in your report. Please consider this before you choose AutoCAD as we do need a copy within your final report.

· AutoCAD often dosen't produce well when printed unless you are very experienced eg font too small, grey font used, yellow lines don't project for oral presentation or can’t be seen on print out.

QUESTION : Are we supposed to do presentation drawings or working drawings? Like do general plan of where things are or do precise blueprint sort of stuff with measurements and window measurements etc.
Precise blueprint drawings are not required. scaled plan and elevation drawings are all that's needed, giving some idea of the layout of the dwelling.

ASSIGNMENT 2 - WHAT IF....ETHICS, INTERCULTURAL QUESTIONS
QUESTION: :The other possibllities - NT and another country – are to be a discussion only?.  They do not have to do drawings/artefact for those sites too?
Yes correct. It was anticipated these “what if” questions would be included within the final report. There is no requirement to draw 3 sets of plans or construct 3 artefacts. 

QUESTION:  Do we have to do the “what if” questions? Does the country need to be identified? 
The brief says “you must” and “you will” – there is no option here.
The country doesn’t need to be identified, but can be if the students wish to (or there is a reason to do so). What’s important is for them to consider the implications of building the development in a country that has the characteristics described in the brief.

QUESTION:  The other possibllities - NT and another country – are to be a discussion only? 
Yes correct. It was anticipated these “what if” questions would be included within the final report. There is no requirement to draw 3 sets of plans or construct 3 artefacts.
There "what if" possibilities focus on "how would your artefact/plans change if you built in (1) Arnhem Land (2) Another country?

QUESTION:  Do we select a country to base our research on? Do we use the description in the assignment sheet? 
The important thing here is to talk about the different issues that apply in the country you choose to the proposed development, in accordance with the description we gave you.
