What Do Good Readers Do?

Ms. Black’s Second Graders Use These Strategies

We re-read something we are confused about

We make connections between books

We make connections to our own lives

We sound out words we don’t know

We use the words in the sentence to figure out words we don’t know

We skip words we don’t know and try to come back to them later

We use a glossary or dictionary to look up words we don’t know

We stop and ask questions 

We cover up parts of words we struggle reading

We break words we don’t know into parts

We use our sound/spelling cards to read words

When we can’t figure out a word we try to figure out what would make sense

We visualize the story in our head

We use the pictures to give us clues about words and about the story

We make predictions

We stop and summarize what we have read

We make connections to movies we have seen

We ask friends and teachers for help

We underline words and highlight them

We use sticky notes to write notes as we read
