Course Description:  


This one-semester American History survey course is designed for high school juniors and seniors who wish to expand on their history classes and is part of an effort to provide additional educational challenges to our most academically able students.  This class is designed to increase the student's understanding of United States history from Discovery to Reconstruction.   Emphasis will be on the relationship of ideas and the study of cultural and intellectual institutions and their development.  This class will stress "why and how" things happen as well as the consequences of actions.  

***Upon successful completion of this course (a grade of "C" or better), the student would be eligible to receive three college credit hours through UM-St. Louis.

Course Objectives:  Students will---

· become proficient in interpretive and analytical skills necessary to succeed in a college level history course
· receive intense experience and practice in essay writing, reading, critical thinking and research skills
· become proficient in the interpretation and analysis of original historical documents, charts, graphs, letters and cartoons
· demonstrate an understanding of historical chronology
· develop a greater understanding of the history of the United States--in political, economic, social and cultural terms

Research Essays:


There will be three research essay for the semester.  These will required the use of primary source documents and we will spend time in the library to access these.  The essays will make up 30% of your semester grade.

Exams:


There will be one mid-term and one final exam given for the semester.  The mid-term exam will cover all material discussed to that date and will consist of identifications and an essay question.  The final exam will cover all material discussed from the point of the mid-term to the time of the final exam and will consist of identifications and an essay question.  Each exam will make up 25% of your final grade.

Expectations:

· We will spend approximately two weeks on each unit.  The reading schedule you receive will get you ready for class.  Those required readings and any written assignments are necessary to prepare you for discussions and for material on required tests.  You will be expected to do the reading and study the material.  The readings are an important element of this class.

· Late work will not be accepted.  Assignments are due on the due-date.

· Class attendance and participation is essential for success.  It is your responsibility to clarify missed assignments with you peers or check on the class web page.

· If you must miss a test, a make-up test will be provided and must be taken within two days of your return to class and a scheduled time must be discussed with the instructor.

· Not everyone has the same beliefs, ideas, or understanding of information.  You will be expected to demonstrate respect for your peers, your instructor, the classroom and contents, the school and its property, and most importantly---yourself.

Code of Student Conduct:  University of Missouri – St. Louis
200.010 Standard of Conduct Amended March 20, 1981; August 3, 1990; May 19, 1994
A student enrolling in the university assumes an obligation to behave in a manner compatible with the university's function as an educational institution.
A. JURISDICTION OF THE UNIVERSITY OF MISSOURI generally shall be limited to conduct which occurs on the University of Missouri premises or at university-sponsored or university-supervised functions. However, nothing restrains the administration of the University of Missouri from taking appropriate action, including, but not limited to, the imposition of sanctions under Section 200.020(C), against students for conduct on or off university premises in order to protect the physical safety of students, faculty, staff and visitors.
B. CONDUCT for which students are subject to sanctions falls into the following categories:
1. Academic dishonesty, such as cheating, plagiarism or sabotage. The Board of Curators recognizes that academic honesty is essential for the intellectual life of the university. Faculty members have a special obligation to expect high standards of academic honesty in all student work. Students have a special obligation to adhere to such standards. In all cases of academic dishonesty, the instructor shall make an academic judgment about the student=s grade on that work and in that course. The instructor shall report the alleged academic dishonesty to the Primary Administrative Officer. 
a. The term cheating includes but is not limited to(I) use of any unauthorized assistance in taking quizzes, tests, or examinations; (ii) dependence upon the aid of sources beyond those authorized by the instructor in writing papers, preparing reports, solving problems, or carrying out other assignments; (iii) acquisition or possession without permission of tests, or other academic material belonging to a member of the university faculty or staff; or (iv) knowingly providing any unauthorized assistance to another student on quizzes, tests, or examinations. 

b. The term plagiarism includes, but is not limited to: (I) use by paraphrase or direct quotation of the published or unpublished work of another person without fully and properly crediting the author with footnotes, citations or bibliographical reference; (ii) unacknowledged use of materials prepared by another person or agency engaged in the selling of term papers or other academic materials; or (iii) unacknowledged use of original work/material that has been produced through collaboration with others without release in writing from collaborators. 

c. The term sabotage includes, but is not limited to, the unauthorized interference with, modification of, or destruction of the work or intellectual property of another member of the university community.
