MSC Football

Moscrop’s PBEM (Play By E-Mail) Football Leagues

 


The MSC PBEM league is the latest form of PBEM football.  It has more features than any other league on the net, is run by only one person and offers an actual cash sum if you can beat all the odds and become the champion of your country.

 

Part 1: Set-up and Getting Started

 

Playing the game sounds much more complicated than it really is.  Once you have sent e-mail to the board you get a response offering you a selection of clubs to manage from.  Once you have sent a reply and received confirmation saying you are now manager of a club you can visit the web site and look at the vast area of choices you have to make.  You will receive a personal e-mail every Sunday giving you the results of the weekend and the latest in news from the PBEM leagues.  It is up to you to submit your team line-up before Saturday morning if it is to be used on Saturday.

 

If you want to explore other areas of the game such as transfers, loans, new stadiums, training, tactics, fines and financial aspects of the game.  You must send e-mail to the board stating what you want to explore, you will receive one back describing your status in that area and then you can modify your areas this way.  When the board of your club has accepted something you ALWAYS receive an e-mail back saying it has been approved.  To do anything in this game you must always e-mail mscpbem@yahoo.co.uk (the board) who will reply with any answers to changes you want to make.

Password and Club Page

Aside from receiving your club information in the mail, you can also check out your clubs current settings on your personal club page.  To access this page simply type the WORD (password) you are given when you sign-up with us into the URL at the top of your browser.  For example…

Language

MSC’S PBEM league is only available in English.

 

Currency

Regardless of which country you are managing within the standard currency used is Great British Pounds Sterling.

 

Wages

Wages will be paid per week, not per month or per year.

 

Database

Over 100,000 players are available for purchase making the MSC PBEM transfer markets a very vast and adjustable one.  Our database ensures that just about anyone can find the perfect player for his or her team at an affordable price.  Our latest design means that any player in the world can potentially become a player at your club if we can find the database file for him.

 

Storage

MSC PBEM does not store matches for you, if you wish to keep information on your matches or requests then it is up to you to save them.  Should you delete any PBEM messages this will have no effect on the outcome of your game, in fact MSC PBEM encourages you to delete all but the latest e-mail from us.

 

 

The Leagues

MSC PBEM runs several leagues in our programs.  You can manage the best in several divisions in England, Spain, Italy, Scotland, Germany and France.

 

 

Part II: Features Of The Game and How To Do It!

 

Board Confidence

The Board is the administrator of the game and to contact him just send him an e-mail asking what you want to know.  The Board can approve a new stadium; expand youth or training funds, also you can find out what the Board thinks of you by e-mailing the board.  You can contact the board at any time by e-mailing the board; the board’s e-mail address is mscpbem@yahoo.co.uk
 

Resign From The Club

If the game is too hard or you have found a better job then you can always e-mail the board and hand in your resignation.  But be warned!  If you hand in a resignation to a club you may never get a job back at that particular club again!

 

News

Every week you will receive e-mail from the League Association telling you the latest results of your team and your basic club details.  It will also tell you the latest news from around the MSC PBEM globe.  But it is strongly advised that you do not only use this e-mail to get about, it is recommended that you keep e-mailing the board all the time and make constant changes to achieve victory.

 

Player and Staff Search

Sadly that is one of the features that MSC PBEM is lacking in quality in.  To do a player or staff search simply find a player or staff that you want and send the board an e-mail.  A reply will arrive for you telling you what this player thinks of your club and what his demands are and whether or not the club he is currently playing for wants to sell him.  You can make and offer to both the player and the club and if it’s in you’ll get a reply back from the player.  If it fails, well you may want to try again!

 

Manager Stats

On the weekly e-mail you receive a statistic called Manager Stats and it simply tells you where you rank out of all the managers in the game.

 

Job Club

Should you find yourself out of a job go to the website and click on the job club to take a look at the latest vacancies available in the PBEM league.

 

Transfers

You can make a transfer at any time of the season (the only transfer window is from May 11-May 20).  To make a transfer either go to the transfer list on the web site or think of a player you want to buy.  Send an e-mail to the board and you will get a reply back telling you what to do, what the player thinks of you and how much the club wants for him.

 

Holiday

If the game is too tiring for you or you are going on Holiday, then send an e-mail to the board telling him your going on Holiday, your assistant manager will take over until you return.  Unfortunately nobody will record the results of the games you missed but at least the Assistant manager will not be able to sell any of your players without asking you first!

 

Retire

If you have seriously had enough of the MSC PBEM leagues then send a message to the board telling them you want to retire from football.  Be careful, to retire is not to resign.  When you retire you are officially out of the MSC League where as when you resign you are simply out of a job!

 

Friendlies and Tours

You can arrange a friendly at any time of the season by simply sending a message to the board asking for a friendly with a club.  Your reply will give you the name of the club you’re playing, the venue and the date.

 

The Chairman

If the Chairman feels that you are not doing a good enough job at the club, or you have driven them into financial debt then you may be asked to leave the club.  You an grovel to the board to give you another chance but if your Chairman is a hard nosed git then it will not work!

 

Board Expectations

At the beginning of the season you are expected to achieve a certain level.  For example you are told you finish in the top six or you are fired.  Just because you may not finish in the top six does not necessarily mean you are fired, once again it’s up to how nice your Chairman is.

 

Training and Tactics, Set Duties and Others

You are told every Sunday your current formation, lineup, training schedule and tactics.  You can alter this by asking the board what your current lineup is.  They will send you an e-mail and you can modify what you want then send it back.

 

Fining Players and Talking To Them

You have the perfect right to fine your players should they not turn up for training.  You may also though want to talk to them.  Simply write a message to the player and send it to the board.

 

Bribing

Amazingly MSC PBEM gives you the opportunity to bribe your players if you want, by doing so you stand a 50-50 chance of being caught depending on how well your bribed man pulled off his stunt.  You bribe just about anyone in the game, even the board.  To do so, just send a message to the board telling them who you want to bribe, if it’s a good idea the board will pass the message on…but if it gets out to the MSC PBEM Association then you and your board face serious consequences and fines.

 

Bans

Players will be banned if they show to much abuse or violence in a game.  Bans could make you fine your players but often it could be due to diving from the other team.  If this is the case you have the right to appeal, if your appeal is granted then you will receive payments from the other team as reparations for your banned player.

 

Sponsors

You are offered sponsorship deals throughout the year and it is up to you to figure out which is the better deal and when!  Sponsors provide you with much needed financial support.

 

Finances

You can access your finances by asking for a Finance Statement from the board, but you get a rough idea of your funds every Sunday in the weekly report.

 

Injuries

Should a player become injured, you can either wait for him to heal or pay a small fee for your board to send him to a far off land to get rapid treatment.

 

Youths

For a small fee you can become manager of the youth side as well.  Managing the youth squad is really just a waste of time but buying or “snapping up” young youths is essential to the survival of your club.  If that doesn’t take you how about just asking the board to increase your youth funds and at the end of the year you should have trained some real chippers.

 

Medical, Training, Youth and Stadium Facilities

You can beg your board to improve either one or all of these facilities.  A new medical centre will cost about £100,000 but will increase your player’s injury time rapidly.  A new or improved training ground would increase the player’s performance during matches a new training ground would cost upwards of £380,000.  A new or improved youth centre would train more youths at higher levels in different positions but could cost some £50,000.  Improving your stadium, from having extra toilets (£3,000) to adding a new seat varies in cost.  A new stadium of about 50,000 people will cost about £45,000,000.  But if you wish to enhance it will under-soil heating or a retractable roof then it all depends on your location and club.  Better stadiums will increase the average attendance at your games.

 

Agents

You don’t have to be the only one who goes up to a player, players can and will come to you with their agents.  If a player wants to join your club he will let you know and when he does you have several options available, refuse, negotiate, sign or offer a trial to the player.

 

Substitutions

The program makes substitutes automatically by taking your worst playing player and replaces him with the best player on the bench from the same position.  You also have the option to turn subs off altogether by letting the board know.

 

Web-Site

As well as receiving news from the mail, you should also check the website out frequently to see the latest news (not included in bulletin) and transfers.  Keep an eye out on the transfer market; it could be your lucky day.  The site also has the latest tables and cup results.  It is the only place you can find results and you can do some things from the site that are not available by normal standard mailing to the board.
