· How can we use problem solving strategies to solve addition problems?

Vocabulary: Add, plus, addend, sum, equal, all together, in all

Problem Solving Strategies: Drawing a Picture, Touch Math and manipulatives

A:

· Students will create an addition sentence using animal stamps to represent each addend and the sum.
· Students will create a TouchMath poster for Mr. Tillman’s class to use to help them with adding.
T:

· Teacher will use the Frayer model to describe and demonstrate different problem solving strategies that can be used to solve addition problems.

· Cooperative Group Activity( Groups of 2): Teacher will throw red and blue bear manipulatives into the air. Students will collect as many as they can before the teacher directs them back to their seats. Each student will count the number of colored bears they have collected and write that number on paper. Then both students will count their bears together. Teacher will summarize how students can use manipulatives to solve addition problems.

· Students will “code” numbers 1-9 during daily Calendar Math.

· Teacher will use overhead activities to demonstrate how to “code” the numbers in an addition problem as the first step to solving the problem using Touch Math (strategy).

· Read A Loud: Adding Animals

Teacher will read book and discuss. Students will create their own class book entitled Adding __________. Students will draw their objects for to represent how to solve their addition problem.
· Students will practice adding stars (manipulatives) as they create an American flag as part of their Social Studies unit.

· Teacher and students will use DT Trainer to reinforce the use of manipulatives to solve addition problems.
· Teacher will use overhead activities to review how to add using Touch Math.

· Students will fill in a blank Frayer model visual organizer answering the essential question.

Individual Assessment:

· Each student will complete a written assessment answering the essential question.
