E: 

· What is patriotism?

A:

· Uncle Sam will visit the classroom and make a speech on how to be a good American.

· http://www.museumofpatriotism.org/html/promo_video.html Students will view this video to look at what patriotism means and things that represent patriotism.

· Students will help teacher create a picture splash visual organizer of things that represent America and patriotism. 

T:

· Read Happy Birthday, America!
*At the end of the book, ask children to identify ways that the characters in the book showed their patriotism. (Wearing certain colors, working together to make the country safe, cheering, marching band, singing songs, etc.)
*What are some things that we can be proud of in our country? (Elicit responses based on what they have been studying.)
*Give each child a piece of white construction paper and a sheet of handwriting paper. On the construction paper, have them draw a picture of something that makes them proud of their country. On the handwriting paper, they will each write a sentence about their picture. Staple the handwriting sheet to the bottom of the picture.
*Let each child read his/her sentence aloud to the class.
*Display finished products in the hall.

· Teacher will show students a set of five patriotic photos. Students will be asked to tell how patriotism is shown in the photo.

· Patriotism Play: Students will make costumes that represent patriotism- Statue of Liberty, bald eagle, Liberty Bell, etc. Students and teacher will create a play and put it on for other classes.

S: 

· Writing Assessment: Students will write up to five sentences (depending on writing level) answering the essential question. A rubric will be used to score writing samples.

· Students will complete a Patriotism Activity Sheet which outlines the essential question.
