UNIT: Measurement

Task Description: During this unit we will be learning about different ways to measure things. We will measure many different things such as ingredients that we will use to create magic mixtures, items in our classroom, different types of leaves, and ourselves!!! We will be creating a book about leaves that will include their sizes in inches and centimeters. Some of us will be creating magic mixtures that the rest of us will taste test. The students who create the magic mixtures will be using measurements such as cup, teaspoon, tablespoon, and quart. We will also measure each other and create life size prints of ourselves with different ways we can measure ourselves.

Direct Instruction: 

1. Students will listen to and discuss various measurement books.

2. Students will listen to the teacher as she explains and shows different ways to measure different types of things and the tools that we use to measure with – ruler, meter stick, scale, cups, quarts, and liters.

3. Students will fill out a worksheet dealing with inches and centimeters.

4. Students will help create a visual organizer using classifying grocery store items that can be measured in quarts, liters, pounds, and cups.

5. Students will listen as teacher models how to trace their bodies, what to measure- height (centimeters and inches), weight (pounds), and how to measure it.

6. Students will create life-sized prints of themselves and fill in measurements on separate sheets of paper.

	Leaf Book- Students will gather leaves and measure them by inches and centimeters. They use a leaf book to identify the types of leaves they found. They will glue the leaves on paper and then put it all in a book format.
	Recipe Sight Vocabulary-Students will take recipes and highlight measurement vocabulary words that are found within the written recipe.
	JumpStart CD-Students will play games related to measurement.
	Students will match measurement vocabulary with pictures illustrating the meanings.
	My magic mixture- Students will use liquids and solids to create their own magic mixture. Students will record on paper how much of an ingredient they used and what the ingredient is.


Individual Work: In addition to the group projects, each student will complete the following individual assignments:

1. Select and measure at least two items for each of the following measurements-inches, centimeters, meters, and feet.

2. Complete measurement packet.

Methods of Assessment:

1. Individual interviews using a checklist for identification of each type of measurement and name at least one item that can be measured with that type of measurement.

2. Grading Rubric to assess teacher- created test.

3. Rubric to assess “All About Me” body print project.
