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Course Objectives Detail

The course objectives are taken from the Frankel & Wallen (2008).  Below are their objectives.  Dr. Shinn’s objectives are in bold.

At the end of the course you will be able to:

· Formulate a research problem.
· State a research hypothesis related to the research problem.
· Identify variables in a hypothesis.
· Write a justification for a hypothesis.
· Define the terms of a hypothesis constitutively and operationally.
· Conduct a review of the research literature on a given topic.
· Locate or develop an instrument to test a hypothesis.
· Perform a reliability and validity check on a research instrument.
· Identify and seek to control threats to the internal and external validity of a research investigation.
· Collect, summarize, and analyze research data using the appropriate instruments and tests.
· Write up the findings of a research investigation.
· Read a research report with understanding.
In addition, Dr. Shinn also expects that by the end of the term you will:
· Be able to write an abstract of a research report.

· Produce a literature review on a topic of your choice.
· Evaluate the scholarship of a resource or reference.
· Write in a scholarly manner.
